Touch screen

	• Dragging: Touch and hold an item and drag it to the target position.
	• Scrolling: To scroll up, down, left, or right, swipe on the screen.
	• Spreading and pinching: To zoom in, spread two fingers apart on an image or text. 

Pinch to zoom out.
	• Do not subject the touch screen to severe impacts or press it with sharp objects. 

Doing so may damage the touch screen.

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When the battery ages or its performance decreases

The battery performance has decreased so it can affect the battery life and computer 
performance.

Reinstalling Windows will erase all data saved on the computer. Back up apps and 
personal data to an external storage device before reinstalling Windows.

1	 Select the Start icon ( ) → Settings → System → Recovery.

2	 Select Reset PC.

3	 Select Keep my files or Remove everything.

After the system is recovered, select the Start icon ( ) → All → Microsoft Store to 
install the required Samsung apps.

For models with the Device Care app, the HDD capacity representation in Windows may 
be smaller than the actual capacity because the Device Care app uses a hidden area of 
5–20 GB of the HDD to save the recovery image, and that hidden area is not counted 
towards the total size available to Windows. The size of the Device Care app varies by 
model.

What is a recovery image?
This refers to the operating system, drivers, and software that are converted to a data 
image. It is required to recover the computer and is embedded in the computer's HDD. 
However, this is not provided for storage devices where the capacity is less than 64 GB.

How can I restore a computer that does not have the Device Care app?
Restore the computer with the recovery feature provided by Windows. Refer to the 
Recover Functionality item in the help for more details.
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Miscellaneous

The camera is not working. How do I turn them on again?
When recording protect mode is activated, the camera will not work.
Select the Start icon ( ) → All → Samsung Settings → Security and privacy and select 
the Block camera switch to set it Off.

The computer does not turn on automatically when the display panel is 
opened.
